Defended E-5 accused of premeditated murder of Al Qaeda terrorist insurgent in Iraq (“war crimes”).

Charges included premeditated murder, attempted murder, solicitation of murder and obstruction of justice.  Client pled not guilty to all charges, resulting in fully litigated trial by court-martial.  Case covered by regional, national and international media.  Client found not guilty of all charges/specifications (full acquittal).

Defended O-3 accused of solicitation of premeditated murder of several Al Qaeda terrorist insurgents in Iraq (“war crimes”).  

Case aggressively disputed by defense prior to charging, with multiple defense submissions challenging accusations.  Case covered by regional and national news media.  Allegations against client dropped and no court-martial or further adverse actions occurred.   
Defended O-3 accused of violating orders in Iraq.  
Case aggressively disputed by defense prior to and after charging.  Allegations and court-martial against client dropped and no court-martial or further adverse actions occurred.  

Defended E-8 accused of premeditated murder of wife.
Case covered by regional news media.  Case ultimately resolved by plea agreement in civilian court system.  
Defended O-1 accused of murder of child.  

Case covered by regional news media.  Case ultimately resolved by partial plea agreement and related conviction at court-martial.  

Defended E-4 accused of premeditated murder of child.  
Case covered by regional news media.  Client pled not guilty, resulting in fully litigated trial by court-martial.  
Defended E-3 accused of murder, then manslaughter in DUI accident.  
One passenger died, others seriously injured.  Case covered by regional news media.  Case resolved by reduced plea agreement and litigated sentencing proceeding resulted in no punitive discharge.    

Defended E-3 accused of rape and attempted murder by decapitation.  

Case aggressively defended through the court-martial Article 32 hearing.  Court-martial case dropped by government after Article 32 hearing.  No further adverse actions occurred.  New investigation begun based on deficiencies uncovered by defense during week-long Article 32 hearing.  Real perpetrator caught, tried, convicted, and jailed for life.  

Defended military academy cadet accused of rape of fellow cadet and sexual misconduct.  

Case covered by regional and national news media.  Client pled not guilty, resulting in fully litigated trial by court-martial.  Client found not guilty of rape (acquittal) and sexual misconduct charge was dropped.

Defended E-7 accused of sexual assault of minor.  

Case aggressively defended through court-martial Article 32 hearing and initial court-martial motion hearing.  Court-martial case dropped by government after initial court-martial motion hearing based on legal issue raised by defense during motion hearing.     

Defended E-6 accused of sexual assault of two minors.  

Case aggressively defended through court-martial Article 32 hearing.  Court-martial case dropped by government after Article 32 hearing.  
Defended E-7 accused of rape of adult acquaintance.  

Case aggressively defended through the court-martial Article 32 hearing.  Court-martial case dropped by government after Article 32 hearing.  No further adverse actions occurred.
Defended E-7 accused of rape and sexual assault of minor.  
Case aggressively defended through the court-martial Article 32 hearing.  Court-martial case dropped by government after Article 32 hearing.  No further adverse actions occurred.
Defended E-7 accused of rape of adult acquaintance.  

Case aggressively defended through the court-martial Article 32 hearing.  Court-martial case dropped by government after Article 32 hearing.  No further adverse actions occurred.

Case aggressively defended through the court-martial Article 32 hearing.  Court-martial case dropped by government after Article 32 hearing.

Client pled not guilty, resulting in fully litigated trial by court-martial.  Client found not guilty of all charges/specifications (full acquittal).

Client pled not guilty, resulting in fully litigated trial by court-martial.  Client found not guilty of most charges/specifications and the most serious charges/specifications.  Sentenced to reprimand.

Client pled not guilty, resulting in fully litigated trial by court-martial.  Client found not guilty of all charges/specifications (full acquittal).  

Defended E-4 accused of drug use with two military peers.  

Client pled not guilty, resulting in fully litigated trial by court-martial.  Client found not guilty of all charges/specifications (full acquittal).  

Defended E-3 accused of theft of credit card and unauthorized transactions.

Defended O-7 select in IG investigation precursor to disciplinary action.

Case aggressively disputed by defense during IG investigation and prior to any disciplinary action.  Allegations against client dropped and no further disciplinary or adverse actions occurred.
